	Each individual property and the immediate surroundings will be viewed physically to ensure that the home is free of visual hazards. The Environmental Protection Agency, through its website for Environmental Justice, provides mapping and a review of the EPA EJ view map will be conducted to show general proximity of the site to landfills, dumps, industrial sites, gas stations, Superfund or other potential sites containing toxic or hazardous materials. This process is currently named EPA-EJView. Each site will be mapped using this approach to identify potential hazards. Additionally, a review will be performed of local coal and underground industrial mining maps to address possible subsidence issues. Maps that show mines located with the City of Kankakee found at Illinois State Geological County Coal Map Series through the University of Illinois Urbana Champaign are attached. Homeowners within an area of concern for mine subsidence will be required to obtain and maintain mine subsidence insurance for the duration of the grant.
