operate. The City of Kankakee will follow the State Statue
when it comes to the number of video terminals. Under
Old Business, there was an Ordinance Committee review of
the Ordinance Amending Zoning for Cannabis Use. It was
a recommendation to pass it on to the general Council for
consideration. Secondly, the Ordinance Committee also
passed the Cannabis Ordinance Permit unto the City
Council for review. Lastly, there was an Ordinance
discussion about Senior Dwellings in the City of Kankakee,
putting video cameras in those facilities-no action was
taken.

Public Safety — Alderman Brown

The meeting was held on Tuesday, November 5", 2019.
Highlights include: We had some public comments given
by Liz Scott, Bryan, Scott, Steven J. Hunter and Alderman
Curtis regarding public safety response to the violence. On
the Fire side, Chief Schultz reported the bills for the month
which were approved. Overtime is a concern and we will
eventually need to look at the manpower shortage for the
fire department; every month overtime is getting higher and
higher. The training hours will be reimbursed to the City.
The fire and ambulance response are going to exceed last
years. On the Police Department side, Chief Kosman
submitted the bills and a big portion of the bills are due to
KanComm which was discussed in the budget meeting.
The shots fired report shows an increase in the number of
shootings in the Wards per month. Under new business
Chief Kosman has submitted a proposal for three new
vehicles for the police department. The committee
approved the purchase of the vehicles and the equipment.
Along with the use of the $21K of the vehicle that was
totaled. The other item under new business that was
discussed is the amended of the Nuisance Abatement
Ordinance regarding properties. We agreed on moving the
language from 60 days to 120 days and we expressed it to
the ordinance committee.

We have taken a look at
the 312 when people are coming into the City from the
North. This proposal is for a gateway design that includes
signage, lighting, landscaping as well as the interchange
from 57 all the way to the down town area and looking at
sign solution. The City has Special Services area funding
and it looks like there is enough to implement some
solutions...make this happen. This proposal is to develop
some design concepts, review them with the City and come
up with something that makes sense. | will prepare the
documents...

IDOT currently have a proposed horizontal layout for that
interchange. Obviously, there will have to be some
coordination with IDOT. Any proposed ...will
ensure...footprints of that project that way we are not
spending money ...torn out at a later date as a result of the
interchange improvements.

Next Spring, IDOT will be
doing a project on Rt 45 Bourbonnais to Court...we have
look at problems areas and discussed ... Safe Walk to
School Plan was submitted to IDOT last week. WE are
shooting for January or March to Start and have it done by
the time school starts in August. Brookmont Blvd
engineering is continuing. We have been having
conversations about...things that were not done in Phase 1.
The survey work has been completed on Hobbie Avenue.
