These Petition are basically
coming from the City of Kankakee and doing forced
annexation. | think it would be good if we have a business
retention...to be meeting with these businesses and doing
pre-annexation agreements, that is typically how you do an
annexation. The owners have been paying into the City
vehicle stickers and helps out the City and everything. He
is really frustrated that he was told he’s been getting away
with not paying for many years now deal with it. Again, |
think its good business practice to sit down and talk with
these owners ahead of time. It would be them coming
petitioning to come forward with a... agreement verses the
City of Kankakee forced annex. That is my opinion

There are two ways that an annexation can be done. The
City can in certain cases force annexation for obvious
situations. If the property is entirely surrounded by the city
already or surrounded by three sides and that’s the case in
everyone tonight, essentially a donut hole...We do send
certified mail to the property owners. Several of them did
call the office and we talked to several of them. We didn’t
talk to all of them because they did not all contact us. The
ones that called were really just asking questions. A couple
of them asked actually thought the property was already in
Kankakee, within the City limits. None of them in this
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batch particularly expresses a major objection. The
property tax bill will go up and that is something they are
not excited about for sure. The truth is we have maintained
and taken care of the roads in front of the property for years
without any expense directly. To be fair to the existing
property owners and to be able to control the future
development of the property it makes sense to annex them
in.

MAYOR WELLS-ARMSTRONG:Thank you Mike. 1 just want to say, this is something we
Inherited. We have a lot of properties in the City that are
not correctly zoned which is why we have been having
meetings with all the Council members to talk about these
specific issues. There has been some confusion. As
leadership we need to make sure we are properly
communicating with our residents and our community.
There was a comment made about imminent domain. As
Mike Hoffman stated, by law we can do a forced
annexation. We are not forced annexing because we are
picking on people, everybody is notified when this process
is going on. There are properties people would ride by and
think they are in the City of Kankakee and they are not.
They have been getting services; fire, streets, salt for years
and they are not in the City so we are bringing them into
the City. Imminent domain is when the City takes the
property from the property owner and develop that
property for public use. We are not doing imminent
domain with any of these properties. These properties
remain under the ownership of the property owner. | want
to make hat very clear...a comment was mentioned at the
last meeting, we are not doing imminent domain that is not
true. The other thing as far as taxes. I don’t have a
problem paying taxes because taxes provide services. It is
fair and equitable. If you are getting services from the
City of Kankakee that you pay your share of taxes just like
the people around you are doing. There was a comment
about that as well. That this wasn’t American. In
America, we pay taxes if we want our streets paved and if
we want our kids to play in parks. We want services so
that’s why we pay taxes. There are countries that don’t
and they don’t have those services for residents. This is
not to pick on anybody again, everyone is notified that we
are doing this and they have the opportunity to respond. |
have been the Mayor for the last 2 1/2 years, nobody has
contacted me about this. Everybody knows who our City
staff are nobody has contacted them. So if people have an
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issue, | encourage them to reach out to the office or reach
out to the team. We are doing this to be fair and get things
properly zoned. Okay, Roll Call...

There has not been any
stop signs from Nelson Street to Harrison on River for
years. So we are looking to make the community more
safe particularly around the school Steuben.

NIEL PIGGUSH: Everyone has a copy of the traffic committee minutes.
From October 11", 2019. We looked at several
intersections that were brought to our attention. One of the
things they asked us to look at is River Street. Look on
page 6 we have...all the accident data for River Street. We
recently added a 2 way stop...in front of Steuben and we
are proposing a second 2 way stop on River Street at
Myrtle. If you look at the amount of accidents, these are
accidents within the last 5 years that occurred. It only takes
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2 accidents in 3 years or 3 accidents in 5 years to warrant
additional traffic control. Some of these intersections are
looking at 15-20 accidents in the last 5 years...

I think it would be a good thing
to slow that down a little bit. In order for a car to be spent
around, they had to be doing about 30 — 40 miles per
hour.

People were happy with the
one at Wildwood but felt as if we need a second one. | do
see the safety issue. As Alderman Cobbs alluded to there
are as many people against as for it. | think have to go the
safe route.

13 at Wildwood and 14 at Myrtle. The other thing is River
Street is really wide there is not a lot of cars parked on
River Street so people feel very comfortable driving fast...I
have been on that street where people were up to 40-50
miles per hour. It’s easy to do when no one is around you
and you have a wide road to travel on and no stop signs.

When we did the first one a month and a half ago. |
reached out to the four Alderman down in that area. |
asked them if they were advised about this and if they were
comfortable with it and all four Aldermen said they had not
been contacted. | understand wanting to do it but I think
the Aldermen in that particular Ward should be contacted
and they should have some input in these situations.
